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2 Introduction

The import templates available in Akuiteo each include a number of columns. It is possible to add
columns in order to import additional data.

These columns can be added using a specific syntax. This syntax is different for each type of import and
multiple different syntax can be used for the same type.

For the sales order's import template, the syntax is different to add a field from the header
([contexte.commandeCli."field_name"]) and to add a field from the order lines ([ligne."field_
name"]).

This document explains how to add columns for fields with alphanumeric characters or with functional
help lists created using keywords. For fields with integrated help lists or in cases where the syntax
cannot be applied, please contact your Akuiteo project manager.
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3 Adding new columns to import
templates

You will need to unprotect the sheet to be able to insert a new column in the import file.

1 In the Excel file of the desired import template, insert a new column.

Note

The location and the design of this new column does not matter. For example, if the new column
has the same design as a required column, there will be no impact during the import.

2 In the column's header, enter the syntax corresponding to the type of template and the field to
be added. For more information, refer to the Identifying syntax to use (p. 7) chapter and to the
list of Syntax by import template (p. 12).

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4 Identifying syntax to use

4.1 IDENTIFYING FIELD NAMES

For each syntax, the "field_name" must be replaced by the name of the field you want to add as a
column in the import file.

To find out the name of the desired field:

1 From the Application Desktop, switch to the setup mode using the following shortcuts:

o CTRL + Alt + P on Windows
o CTRL + options + P on Mac

2 Open a management object of the same type than the import file's.
3 Hover over the desired field to display its tooltip.

L The field name is the string of characters right after the last period in the tooltip's first line.

The field name matches the column name displayed in the tooltip's second line: Colonne:PREFIX_
FIELDNAME.

4.2 IDENTIFYING IF COLUMNS CAN BE ADDED

To identify whether a field can be added as a column or not in an import template, the syntax to use
must be compared with the field's code.
Note

If the standard method to add a column cannot be applied, contact your Akuiteo project
manager.

4.2.1  Syntax with the [module."field_name"] type
For the Projects import template, the syntax to add a column is: [affaire."field_name"]
